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RECOMMENDATION 
In accordance with the requirements of the Local Government Act and Council’s Procurement 
Policy that Council accept the tender as received and reviewed by the Tender Evaluation Panel for 
the Design and Construction of a Splash Pad from  Beau Corp Aquatics Pty Ltd for a tendered 
amount of $551,645 (Inclusive of GST) within the Carter Oval Sporting Precinct. 
 

 
PURPOSE 
To update Council on the results of the RFT (Tender) for the Design and Construction of the 
Warren Splash Pad at the Carter Oval Sporting Precinct. 
 
BACKGROUND 
Warren Shire Council has received funding from the Stronger Country Communities Fund, Round 
3, for community facilities in Warren.  It was a targeted funding request for the construction of a 
Splash Park for the residents of Warren.  In accordance with the requirements of the Local 
Government Act and Council’s Procurement Policy, a Design and Construct RFT was advertised on 
Tenderlink for a period of 35 days from Friday 5th of June 2020.  The tender closed at 4pm on the 
10th of July 2020 and the electronic Tender Vault was unlocked and the documents downloaded 
on the 13th of July 2020. 
 
REPORT 
During the tendering period the RFT was viewed 120 times and downloaded by eight (8) different 
companies.  There were several forum enquiries received by Council asking for further site specific 
information.  When the Tenderlink vault was opened on the 13th of July 2020, there were only 
two (2) tender responses.  The Tenderlink vault was opened by the Infrastructure Projects 
Manager and witnessed by Councillor Williamson and Council’s WHS & Risk Officer.  
 
A Tender Evaluation Panel was formed to review all documents received on Wednesday the 15th 
of July.  This Evaluation Panel was made up of the General Manager, the Infrastructure Projects 
Manager and three (3) Council staff members.  All of these Council staff members are mothers 
with a varying age of children from small toddlers to teenagers. 
 
Although there were only two (2) RFT responses received, each response was studied and scored 
against the selection criteria.  This selection criteria is at Attachment 1.  The tender price was 
within the available budget and all other Selection Criteria were met by the tender response.  The 
contractors who responded to this RFT are well experienced with the Design and Construction of 
Splash Pads/ Parks throughout regional NSW and met all requirements of the RFT, except for the 
unsuccessful company who failed to give a timeline for commencement and completion of the 
project. 
 
FINANCIAL and RESOURCE IMPLICATIONS 
This project is only possible by Council receiving NSW Government funding from the Stronger 
Country Communities Fund Round 3, as applied for in 2019.  The Grant Deed has been received 
by Council, signed and returned to funding authority.  The first instalment of funding will be 
received as soon as the State Government countersigns the Deed.  This funding is only available 
for the intended purpose written in the Funding Deed.
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LEGAL IMPLICATIONS 
The NSW Local Government Act and (General) Regulation contains all requirements of Tendering 
and the tendering process.  All of these requirements have been met by this RFT and RFT 
responses. 
 
RISKS 
The Risks to Council are that it is reliant on NSW government funding.  Although the funding Deed 
has been received and signed by Council, we are yet to receive the funds.  Once this is achieved, 
there are still reporting and milestones to be met.  This community facility will enhance and 
integrate into the new Carter Oval Sporting Precinct. 
 
STAKEHOLDER CONSULTATION 
The Warren Community via the Sporting Facilities Committee and the Carter Oval Development 
Sub Committee have been consulted and will be updated as required on the progress of this 
project.  
 
OPTIONS

This project has been given a high level of publicity and it will be an asset to the Warren 
community, especially for the young people of Warren.
